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underperforming bond has a smaller impact on the overall portfolio

Liquidity: You can sell shares in a bond fund at any time without
regard to bond maturities

Our investment process for the Epiphany FFV Strategic Income
Fund is designed to be consistent over the entire market cycle - our
goal is to build a portfolio which could act as an all-weather income
tire, suitable for a variety of investor styles in all stages of the
economy. This all-weather tire aims to pick up yield where it is
appropriate, and interest rate sensitivity when it is sensible. To
achieve this, we employ a relative value approach to different
income producing sectors, offering some diversification in an
attempt to smooth the ride for investors. We avoid taking big bets
on either credit or the direction of interest rates, because as I've said
before, betting is a game for speculators, not investors.

One last point, the FFV in the name of the fund means that we will
only purchase corporate bonds from companies that pass the Faith
and Family Values Scorecard, our screening methodology.
